"We should not look at 
China as a military adver­
sary," said Kissinger, adding 
that a military confrontation 
is unli ely. "We should see 
where we could cooperate." 

Powell s id he agrees, 
arguing that the biggest 
threat to a peaceful rela­
tionship with China would 
be Taiwan declaring its 
independence. 

"And, frankly we can keep 
that from happening," said 
Powell. 

Some of the strongest 
words were reserved for the 
trade embargo against Cuba.

Albright tressed the 
importance of finding "com­
mon ground" and Christo­
pher urged diplomats to 
explore opening contact with 
other "vector of power," 
such as cleric and former 
political leaders.

though he had allowed what 
should have been plenty of 
time to make the drive from 
the Capitol in downtown 
Atlanta. 

"It took one hour and 30 
minute to cover 15 miles."

Voters - who must first 
approve the constitutional 
amendment to allow for the 
taxing authority- would also 
have to sign off on any tax 
increase if regional authori­
ties decided road improve­
ments are needed.
