Once full, the reservoir 
will hold almost six billion 
gallons of water and create 
14 miles of shoreline. 

The 180-foot tall darn is 
the largest in the state that is 
not owned by Georgia Power 
or the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers. 

Blackwell said the city is 
working with The Bluffs to 
find a location for a public 
park so residents can enjoy 
the recreational aspects of 
the reservoir. 

"That is very preliminary. 
The site has not been select­
ed yet," he said, adding the 
park would include a boat 
ramp and dock. 

Logan said the timeline, 
cost and funding sources for 
the park have not yet been 
determined.
