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In absolute terms, Chero­
kee's 1,120 added businesses 
in the five-year period was 
fourth in the region, behind 
Gwinnett (3,284). Fulton 
(2,895) and Cobb (1,615) 
counties. Cherokee's 11.272 
added employees was third 
in the region, behind Gwin­
nett (16,919) and Henry 
(11,801). 

"That speaks to the wide­
spread desire of people who 
want to live and work in 
Cherokee County," Marshall 
Day, chairman of the Devel­
opment Authority of Chero­
kee County. said of the 
results. 

Misti Martin, executive 
director of the development authority, said 
the employment growth is due to thriving 
existing businesses. 

"We are seeing really good growth from 
our local companies. They are having success 
and have to expand and they keep expand­
ing," she said.
